The 36 words below have been pulled apart – your job is to put them back together by "filling them in." 

Each word is made up of two parts. The first part, the outer section of the word, is clued by the first crossword-
style definition, and the length of said answer by a number in parentheses. The second part, the inner section, is 
one of the words on the list of crosswordese below. Take the first part and “fill it in” with a particular word from the 
list to form the answer word – which is itself clued by the second definition. 

For example: 

  Butterfly catcher NET 
+ (a word from the list) ARES 
= Closer than the others NE + ARES + T = NEAREST 

Each word from the list of crosswordese will be used exactly once (including ARES – the sample answer above 
doesn’t count). When you’ve solved all the words, the boxed letters will spell out some appropriate advice for 
frustrated solvers (fill in the blanks below). Please note, some final answers are multi-word phrases (spaces have 
been used to indicate such).
